It chiefly magnifies the favor which, according to the state of things at that time, God had
graciously vouchsafed to the offspring of Abraham; and salvation to the whole world was to proceed from
this source. It however contains, at the same time, a prophecy of the future kingdom of Christ. It teaches
that the glory which then shone under the figure of the material sanctuary will diffuse its splendor far and
wide; when God himself will cause the beams of his grace to shine into distant lands, that kings and nations
may be united into fellowship with the children

Sunday we have an opportunity to praise Him corporately with our hands and voices and instruments. Holy
