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On May 4, 2009, a single mother called our Love Inc office and a volunteer quickly assessed her situation. She had had a series 
of unfortunate events that left her and her teenage son homeless. She also lost her car and her job and when she lost her home, 
she put most of her belongings into storage. 
 
She recently got a part-time job and secured an apartment, but when she retrieved her items from storage, she discovered they 
had sustained water damage from the winter storms and most everything was moldy and unusable. She is currently sleeping on 
a mattress on the floor and has put together a make-shift bed for her son. She didn’t ask for much – just a little help with some 
basic needs, like shampoo, toilet paper, toothpaste, and laundry soap. 
 
One of our partner churches, Mountain Park, generously provides us with personal hygiene items and cleaning supplies. We 
were able to meet this need immediately. Another volunteer who lives close to this single mother, offered to deliver the items 
right away. 
 
As volunteers, we feel so blessed to be able to step up and meet these kinds of needs quickly. To actually see the dire situation 
this mother and son were living in, struggling just to have clean clothes for school and work, having no furniture but making do 
with what they had, put everything into perspective as to why we volunteer. Grateful for the help, she fought back tears as she 
accepted the items. She was overwhelmed and so thankful for how quickly we were able to help her.
